Recognizing industry’s demand 
for more skilled labor in the 
region, coupled with a need for 
an alternative career pathway 
for high school students, commu-
nity leaders in Charleston came 
together to establish a manu-
facturing sector partnership and 
develop the region’s first U.S. De-
partment of Labor Youth Appren-

ticeship Program in 2014. The 
sector partnership includes high 
schools in all four local school 
districts, TTC and a consortium 
of industry partners. It represents 
a community-wide collabora-
tive approach to developing a 
comprehensive career pathway 
that provides a seamless transi-
tion for students from secondary 
to post-secondary education into 
the skilled workforce.
