Trucks transport 84 percent of total
manufactured tonnage in the state, or 424,585 tons per day.

Recognizing the critical need for skilled
CDL drivers, the SC Technical College
System is taking a proactive approach
to developing this workforce. The
system convened a study committee
to develop ideas with multiple public
and private partners, have started
a workgroup of coordinators of the
college CDL program across the
state, and have secured multiple
grants supporting the colleges’
programs and students.
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In addition, 13 technical
colleges provide CDL
training across the state,
