Chair McCoy welcomed those attending and recognized new representatives Rosa Cherry (Williamsburg) and Ann Osborne (Midlands) who were present, as well as Pearl Portwood (Aiken) and Cheryl Lopanik (TLC) who were unable to attend. Betty Jean Craft and Dean Flansberg called to advise that they would be unable to attend.
The minutes of the February 23, 2007 business meeting were approved by acclamation.

In the absence of the Fiscal Officer, the Chair reported a treasury balance of $1599.54.

OLD BUSINESS

The action item from last year’s business meeting – identify SCTEA-R as the sponsor of  the concurrent session – has not been resolved, nor were retirees distinctively identified on their name tags. Chair McCoy will address this again with the SCTEA board.

NEW BUSINESS

Jim Franklin presented his committee’s slate of candidates for office for the coming year. They are: JE Cox, Chair; Ann Osborne, Chair-Elect; Alex Strozier, Fiscal Officer; Betty Jean Craft, Recorder; Lena McCoy, Immediate Past Chair. There were no nominations from the floor. Jim Franklin moved to close the nominations, seconded by Joe Schang. The proposed slate of candidates passed by acclamation.

The Chair noted that the Coordinating Committee meetings held in Columbia are open to all retirees. Bob Smith noted that there was no publicity on those meetings and that the general retiree population had no way of knowing when they were scheduled. Joe Schang said he would add the annual meeting schedule to the Retirees’ Chapter section of the SCTEA website, www.sctea.org  
Betty Howe said she had found old copies of Coordinating Committee meeting minutes and asked which ones are still missing. Joe Schang said he would e-mail her the dates and post them again in these minutes.  (We are missing Nov 18, 1994; Feb 14, 1997; Nov 13, 1998; and, Apr 26, 2001).

Chair McCoy noted that we need to start planning for the 2009 Spring Rally. After discussion, all agreed that May 12th and 14th were the best dates. Ann Osborne will check availability of these dates at MTC and, if available, will book a date as decided by Chair McCoy. Since Shealy’s BBQ has done so well for us in the past, Ann will also make a preliminary reservation with them if a May 12 or 14 date is available.
Chair McCoy noted that the transition meeting is the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Coordinating Committee. She proposed June 12 at the State Office, based on the SCTEA Board’s meeting date of June 6; this will allow us to build our meeting schedule for the coming year at this meeting. Approved. 
Anna Haskell moved to adjourn, seconded by Tom Divver. Passed.
